DEFENDANT’S MOTION FOR CONTINUANCE

Basis for Continuance

5. Counsel for Defendant requests the Court to grant a continuance on the basis that
Defendant has not received proper notice of hearing pursuant to Rule 6 of the Arkansas Rules of
Civil Procedure. Rule 6(c) provides that a notice of the hearing on a written motion shall be served

not later that 20 days before the time specified for the hearing.
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6. This hearing is set for matters for which there is no threat of irreparable harm or
damage, therefore entry of an ex parte order is not supported. Ark. R. Civ. P. 6(c)

7. Defendant has filed for a protective order which requires a hearing prior to setting
this case for hearing to consider child support particularly with regard to Defendant’s financial
information which has been the subject of an extraordinary amount of attention by media and noh-
interested, third parties. For example, and in support, two motions to intervene have been filed by
individuals without any possible standing of interest in the issues before the Court.

8. Defendant resides in California and is unable to appear on January 7, 2020.

9. Pursuant to Ark. R. Civ. P. 40(b), the court may, upon motion and for good cause
shown, continue any case previously set for trial.

10.  The decision whether to grant a continuance is entrusted to the sound discretion of
the trial court.

11.  This continuance is sought for good cause shown, and is not sought for the purpose
of delay, or to cause prejudice to the Plaintiff but, rather, so that justice may be obtained by all
parties.

) 12.-  'Should a hearing on this motion be necessary, Defendant requests the hearing to
occur telephonically.
